THE PURPOSE OF UNIVERSITY EDUCATION FROM THE POINT OF
VIEW OF HUMBOLDTIAN NEOHUMANISTIC VALUES

The topic of this paper is the purpose of university education from the point
Abstract  of view of Humboldtian and neo-humanistic values. In the periods of major
reforms of education systems it is necessary to frequently re-examine the val-
ues on which the education system as a whole and on individual levels is based and which
it aspires to reach. Humboldt's approach to determining the purpose of university educa-
tion is based on his theory of education which includes three key assumptions in accor-
dance with which this article is structured. (a) education of the individual as a harmonious
development of their potentials; (b) education as cultivation of individuality based on the
development of , ‘internal forms “; (c) limitation of the role of the state in education - a pre-
supposition of the development of individuality. In accordance with these assumptions the
purpose of university education is accomplished through the dominance of general educa-
tion in relation to specialized education and scientific research in relation to lecturing. The
main role of the government is to provide and guarantee institutional arrangements which
protect autonomy and self-regulating character of the academic community.

THE NATURE OF ,,COGNITIVE OBSTACLE®“ IN THE
PROCESS OF INTELLECTUAL EDUCATION

Intellectual education includes various forms of activities which are sup-
Abstract  posed to enhance the development of cognitive abilities of the student. The

teaching process includes an elaborate system of different activities since
systematization and organization are the key features of the teaching process. The article
considers the concept of , ‘cognitive obstacle” as an elementary point in the process of
intellectual growth. Offered are also different examples of teaching tasks which in form
or contentwise contain a cognitive obstacle. In order to , ‘overcome a cognitive obstacle *
while trying to solve a task the student has to engage his referent cognitive potentials, i.e.
activate various thinking activities (thinking operations), which is how individual cognitive
features are developed and enhanced. The process of intellectual education which takes
place in the teaching process and through other educational forms is regarded as a whole,
an organized system of cognitive obstacles oriented towards reaching specified goals and
outomes of intellectual education, the system which enables optimal cognitive activation
of the individual and his development in general, as well as the development of particular
cognitive features (abilities, skills, knowledge, etc.).

SENSORY AND SENSORIMOTOR INTEGRATION IN
YOUNGER SCHOOL AGE CHILDREN

The possibility of integration of information is essential for obtaining a com-
Abstract  plete experience of phenomena and activities that surround us. The research

was conducted with the aim to determine the dynamics of development, even-
tual deviation in the development and gender specifities in the area of sensory and sen-
sorimotor integration in younger school-age children. The sample included 300 students
of typical intellectual development from central area of Belgrade, of both sexes, and aged
8-11. For examining sensory and sensorimotor integration we used the subtests Audiovisu-
al Association and Visual-motor Coordination Test and for the possibility of sequence the
Acadia test for developmental capabilities. According to the obtained results, the achieve-
ments in sensory integration were higher than the achievements on the tasks for testing
visual-motor integration. Statistically significant differences were obtained between the
respondents of the second, third and fourth grades in the area of sensory and sensorimo-
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tor integration (p<0.000). Sensorimotor integration and gender showed no statistically
significant relation. The achievements of girls in the area of visual-motor coordination
were significantly higher than those of boys (p=0.009). The results of the majority of the
respondents on the subtests Audiovisual Association (88.4%) and Visual-motor Coordina-
tion (83.3%) are in accord with relevant age norms.

STIMULATING INTELLECTUAL DEVELOPMENT

This paper analyzes the following forms of stimulation of intellectual de-
Abstract  velopment: implementation of specific strategies to accelerate intellectual

development, programmes intended to reduce delays in intellectual develop-
ment of children from certain social categories (children from low socio-economic strata
and children who grow up in institutions); and programmes for stimulating intellectual
development of children from general population. Our review shows that the application
of specific strategies for stimulating intellectual development in the framework of short-
termed experimental programmes either shows no effects or these are specific and short-
termed. To the contrary, the analyses show that the programmes for delay reduction, as
well as the programmes for children from general population, conducted in the framework
of action research, can have positive influence on intellectual development of children. As
the comparison of the programmes shows their effectiveness depends upon their durability
and frequency of application, as well as upon the age of children involved. The theoretical
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foundation of a programme stands out as a decisive factor of the programme's effective-
ness. The programmes based on the theories by Jean Piaget and Lev Vygotski contribute
to intellectual progress and academic attainments of students. They can be used as the
basis for further development of educational activities to encourage students ‘ intellectual
development.

DEVELOPING A PROTOCOL FOR EVALUATING TEACHERS®
CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT STYLES

The paper first defines the concept of classroom management and highlights
Abstract  the key-elements and presuppositions of successful classroom management.

Further follows a description of different styles based on views of Martin and
Baldwin who stress three dimensions of classroom management: personality (the teacher s
convictions about the student's personality and actions based on them), teaching (what
the teacher does to initiate and maintain class activities) and discipline (the procedures
the teacher uses to establish adequate behaviour standards). Depending on the distribu-
tion of the control over the situation in the classroom between the teacher and the students
three styles of classroom management can be discerned: intervening, non-intervening and
interactive style. Then, the development of the protocol is described, which contains the
descriptions of 20 segments of classroom behaviour. The evaluation was performed by the
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observation of 20 trained evaluators. The protocol was used in the research conducted in
eight elementary schools, and two sessions of each of 269 teachers, both junior elementary
school teachers and subject teachers were observed. The procedure showed a high level of
accordance among the evaluators and a good internal consistency of the instrument. The
protocol is designed for school psychologists, educators and educational advisors, and the
data on the dominant style of classroom management can be the basis for advisory work
with teachers to create an enabling environment for learning and development.

PRE-SERVICE TEACHER TRAINING IN SERBIA: THE ANALYSIS OF
TEACHER COLLEGE CURRICULA COMPATIBILITY

In the accreditation cycle which was completed in 2008, teacher colleges in
Abstract  Serbia strived to meet the criteria determined in the Bologna Declaration.

Initially unified to a considerable degree these curricula have subsequently
been modified in each institution separately without a clearly defined national framework.
Hence the necessity for reexamination of the compatibility of the pre-service teacher train-
ing system in Serbia. Our research included six state-owned pre-service teacher colleges
in Serbia. In our analysis we used the comparative method, i.e. the comparative analysis of
pre-service teacher college curricula based on the following parameters: the total number

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of the subjects taught, the number of subjects in each study year, the number of subjects
within specific scientific fields; the number of subjects categorized by the Accreditation
Commiittee and the credits value of individual subjects. The analysis confirmed that there
are differences between the pre-service teacher college curricula across the majority of the
parameters. The existing incompatibility of the curricula for teacher training faculties in
Serbia can be tolerated if these institutions, despite the perceived differences, achieve the
same educational outcomes and equip the teachers with approximately the same competen-
cies.

In their practice educators are often faced with specific problems which may
Abstract  modify their actions and consequently the outcomes of the educational work.

Success or failure in coping with complex intrepersonal relations depend
upon the educator s abilities and knowledge, the quality of interpersonal interactions, per-
sonal adaptibility and realistic opportunities for change within preschool/institution. The
research was aimed at discovering the problems preschool teachers meet in their work.
The sample included 217 respondents of average age 35.21 and 9.15 years of experience
in work with children. The teachers indicated a total of 2025 problems in their everyday
work, i.e. on average 9.33 problems per person. The most important problems they saw
were related to communication with parents (756), colleagues (644) and children (629).
The obtained results highlight the necessity of continuous teacher education, especially in
the field of communication skills.

THE ATTITUDES OF BELGRADE UNIVERSITY
STUDENTS TOWARDS SPORT

Sport had been a compulsory subject in the first year of study until the 1998
Abstract  University Act when this practice was abandoned. Considering the Strategy

for Sport Development in the Republic of Serbia for the period 2009 - 2013
we decided to examine the attitudes and activities of the students related to sport in order
to determine whether they need organized sport activities and whether University should
participate more actively in physical education of students. We conducted a survey by
which we examined how much students are informed about sport in the University, their
engagement in sport activities, their attitudes towards sport in the University, and their
beliefs regarding the influence of sport on student life. The results show that the students
value highly sport activities, that they engage in sport and that they expect full support of
the University for the development of sport culture through providing sport facilities and
encouraging sportsmanship among students. So, there is a need for relevant authorities to
plan strategic support for sportsmanship of students and the participation of the University
in physical education of students.

Within the system of university education, the training of the students of ped-
Abstract  agogy for professional counselling in preschools and schools is a complex

issue. It implies systematic and complementary actions of all participants in
the realization of the curricular activities and the development of professional competen-
cies of young pedagogues. Writing a thesis is one of the elements of the final exam in the
system of students ‘ preparation for their future profession. Their theses reflect the results
of educational activities as well as the students‘ preparedness for monitoring educational
work in an institution through analytical research. The authors found it significant to de-
termine to what extent the thematic framework, content and structure of the students " the-
ses are in accord with the requirements posed to pedagogues as counsellors working in
preschools and schools. In this context, our analysis focused on the students * preferences

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regarding the areas from which they selected the themes for their theses, the relation-
ship between she students ‘ achievement in the final exam and their average score during
studies, and research methods, techniques and instruments they used in developing their
empirical or theoretical theses.

Both confirmed that the students of pedagogy of the
Faculty of Philosophy, University of Nis are oriented towards research of pedagogic prac-
tice in order to enhance it further.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION EFFICIENCY IN THE FOURTH GRADE OF
ELEMENTARY SCHOOL AND TEACHERS® COMPETENCIES

The paper presents the results of the research on the effects of physical edu-
Abstract  cation (explosive and repetitive power and static force) as dependent upon

the teacher's professional competency. Namely, in a classical pedagogic
experiment with parallel groups, class teachers performed the teaching with the control
group, while in the experimental group the task was performed by the teachers of physical
education. The sample included 360 fourth-grade elementary-school students. Based on
the results of the research it can be concluded that the instruction by professional teachers
of physical education led to considerably higher development of the explosive power of leg
stretching muscles, the repetitive power of body bending muscles, and the static force of
hand flexors. The boys and girls of the experimental group showed better progress in three

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further variables encompassed in the research: explosive power of arm and shoulder area
muscles, repetitive power of body stretching muscles, and static force of arms and shoul-
der area, but the difference between them and the boys and girls in the control group was
not statistically significant. These results are in accordance with other research results in
this area (Bigovi¢, 2003; Markovi¢, 2002; Stamatovi¢, 2001). This research supports the
views of the necessity of introducing the subject of physical education in junior classes of
elementary school.
